Area Countryside Secretary

Mostly the role involves representing the Ramblers at Shropshire Hills AONB meetings 2 or 3 times a year, and from time to time on other projects of interest to walkers or affecting the countryside.  In addition monitoring, for the Ramblers, any large scale planning applications (such as for wind turbines) affecting countryside or footpaths.  There is a description of the role on the Ramblers website, www.ramblers.org/volunteering, but as with many such roles, the postholder can do as much as their interests and time permit.

Area Publicity Secretary

To publicise the Ramblers from a Shropshire Area perspective, working with the relevant area officers to publicise our campaigns and successes via effective liaison with the local press and radio. To seek ways of raising the profile of the Ramblers with the general public by highlighting the work we do locally and nationally to preserve and enhance the footpath network for the benefit of all walkers. To respond to political and other initiatives that impact on walking.  This is an Area officer role, therefore participation in the Area Council and Area Executive would be expected to formulate strategies and policies. Ideally, a person with background in marketing or public relations
